STATION 1

JESUS HANDS UNTIED AND GUARD
Props:

· Cross – coloured by black

· Children seated on the floor around the cross – it is in the centre

Reader 1.

Today is Holy Thursday.  On this night, we remember the last supper Jesus had with his friends.  They were celebrating the Jewish festival of the Passover.  This week we tasted food that Jesus would have eaten. 

Father.

At the last supper, Jesus celebrated with his friends and family.  The Passover is still celebrated by the Jewish people today.  This is a festive time and reminds the Jews of being led out of Egypt during the time of the Passover.

JEWISH PRAYER (Blessed are you Lord, God of all Creation…)

We are now going to join in the festivities and share some food with each other, just like Jesus would have done on the night before he died.

Another important event that Jesus did on the night before he died was to wash the feet of his friends and family.  He did this as a symbol of service.  He was telling his friends and family that they were to serve others, to work for others and help all people.

We will now remember this time of Jesus’ life as one of sadness and grief.

WATCH POWERPOINT

Jesus died at 3 o’clock on Friday.  He had been nailed to the cross 6 hours beforehand.  He had endured 6 hours of pain and humiliation.

Let us pause for a minute, in silence to remember Jesus on the cross.
